 Separate Clean-Up Day trash from regular 
household and yard waste.  Don’t forget to 
recycle items when possible. 

 

 Place tires and car batteries away from household 
and yard trash.  Limit four tires per household. 

 

 Fill old paint cans with kitty litter, sand or dirt. 
Stack separately from household and yard trash. 

 

 Separate electronics (computers, printers, TV’s, 
etc.) from other household waste.
